Issue Claim Claim form with particulars 

File a claim form at Court or online 

Defence 

Opponent files arguments against your claim & may seek a counter-claim 

Directions by Court 

Court uses details in directions questionnaire to manage claim and order appropriate 

steps parties must take (i.e. file a statement) and dates by which they must be taken 

Directions questionnaire 

Form giving all information about the claim 

to allow the Court to give directions. 

Ready for Trial 

All evidence has been obtained and disclosed. No further evidence is required by 

the Court. Both parties ready to argue cases at trial, if no settlement is agreed 

Court requires  further steps 

to be taken before case is 

ready  be dealt with  at trial
